One of the  reasons for the  w orsening traffic s itua tion  in  the  Philippines is the 

overpopulation of vehicles in the  m etropolitan  area. T ho u san d s of public  utility  

vehicles (PUVs) an d  private vehicles clog the  s tree ts  o f'M an ila  every day, w hich 

re su lts  in traffic ja m s  along the  m ain  highw ays an d  m ajor roads. As a  consequence, 

n o t only is the  tran sp o rt ot com m uters delayed an d  th e ir tim e w asted  b u t the  country  

as  a  whole suffers econom ic losses. According to Socioeconomic P lanning Secretary 

Arsenio B alisacan, “the  Philippines is losing P2.4 billion a  day in  po ten tia l incom e 

due to traffic congestion th a t ea ts  u p  tim e th a t could have been u sed  for productive 

p u rsu its .” The National Econom ic an d  Developm ent A uthority (NEDA) proposes th a t 

the  prim ary solution to the  traffic situa tion  is still the  im provem ent of tran sp o rta tio n  

in fras tru c tu re . However, we can n o t s tandstill while w aiting for th e  governm ent to 

develop ou r tran sp o rta tio n  netw ork. We m u s t look for a lte rnatives to alleviate the  

suffering of ou r people in  th e ir daily com m ute. >

It is therefore h igh  tim e th a t we recognize the  po ten tia l of T ransporta tion  

Network Services (TNS) to sp u r advancem ents in  th e  tran sp o rta tio n  industry . The
