CREATING A NATIONAL HIGH SCHOOL IN BARANGAY BIGNAY,
VALENZUELA CITY TO BE KNOWN AS DISIPLINA VILLAGE - BIGNAY
NATIONAL HIGH SCHOOL AND APPROPRIATING FUNDS THEREFOR

EXPLANATORY NOTE
Article XIV, Section 1 of the Philippine Constitution provides:
“The State shall protect and promote the right of all citizens to quality
education at all levels, and shall take appropriate steps to make such

education accessible to all.”

The Constitution provides a system of free elementary and high school education that

is accessible to all. Education brings wide benefit to society, it is a great social equalizer.

Disiplina Village in Brgy. Bignay, Valenzuela City is the biggest informal settlers
community built by the local government of Valenzuela which can accommodate around

3,240 informal settlers along the Tullahan River and other water ways in the city.

The establishment therefore of a National High School in the resettlement area is but

fitting because this will make high school education a doorstep away from its residents and

nearby barangays.




Thus, the approval of this proposed bill creating Disiplina Village - Bignay National

High School in Disiplina Village, Barangay Bignay, Valenzuela City be is earnestly sought.

CREATING A NATIONAL HIGH SCHOOL IN BARANGAY BIGNAY,
VALENZUELA CITY TO BE KNOWN AS DISIPLINA VILLAGE - BIGNAY
NATIONAL HIGH SCHOOL AND APPROPRIATING FUNDS THEREFOR

Be it enacted by the Senate and the House of Representatives of the Philippines in

Congress assembled:

Section 1. Creation of National High School — There shall be established, under the
supervision and control of the Department of Education, a National High School to be known

as Disiplina Village — Bignay National High School in Barangay Bignay, Valenzuela City.

Section 2. Appropriations — The Secretary of Education shall immediately include in
the Department’s program the operationalization of the Disiplina Village — Bignay National
High School and thereafter, the amount necessary for the continued operation of the school

shall be included in the Annual General Appropriations Act.

Section 3. Implementation — The Department of Education shall issue rules and

regulations that may be necessary to carry out the purpose of this Act.

Section 4. Effectivity — This Act shall take effect thirty (30) days from the date of its

publication in any newspaper of general circulation.
