EXPLANATORY NOTE

From tim e im m em orial, society h a s  always pronounced th a t  “Ju s tic e  

Delayed is Ju s tic e  D enied.” So, it should  be a  political m andate  to cu rb  the 

delays in the  Ju d ic ia ry  a t p resen t tim es and  to avoid the  fu rth er delays in 

the  adm in istra tion  of ju stice . Also, th is  policy will be in accordance w ith the 

sacred  constitu tiona l right of the  speedy adm in istra tion  of justice .

Today, the  Ju d ic ia ry  is u n d e r fire for the  congested or clogged dockets 

of the  lower cou rts . The clogged dockets of the  cou rts  cause  great delay in 

the  disposition of cases. The following are the m ain cau ses  of the 

congestions:

1. Lack of judges;

2. Heavy inflow of cases in Metro M anila an d  o ther cities; and

3. The use  of regu lar judges a s  assisting  or acting judges w hich 

h a s  been proven to be unproductive because  they do not 

have sufficient tim e to devote to the  cases  in vacan t or 

congested co u rts  since they have their own respective sa las 

to a tten d  to.
