EXPLANATORY NOTE

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the Philippines
in Congress assembled.:

SECTION 1. Renaming of Urdaneta City Bypass Road.- The name of
Urdaneta City Bypass Road located in the City of Urdaneta, Pangasinan is hereby
changed to Eduardo Cojuanco, Jr. Avenue.

SECTION 2. Effectivity. — This Act shall take effect fifteen (15) days after
its complete publication in at least two newspapers of general publication.
